He is the co-editor of the Journal of American 
History article titled, “Fathers, Preachers, Rebels, Men: Black Masculinity in U.S. History and 
Literature, 1820–1945,” and the author of The Barber of Natchez Reconsidered: William Johnson and 
Black Masculinity in the Antebellum South. The book was the winner of the Jules and Frances Landry 
Award for 2023-2024.
